There is a reported increase in the number of non amateur stations  from Indonesia and China, as can be seen from the Australian report. While the conditions of propagation show an improvement,  the increase is  there, all over the other areas of region 3, as well. The increase of the Fishing Trawler traffic  with  the easily available amateur equipment, which can be  conveniently fitted and used on the vacant  amateur frequencies,  is pronounced. As there is no law covering the seller of the equipment to sell  amateur radio equipment only the bonafide  amateur  users, in the SE Asian countries, the use has become the order of the day.



The Radio Pakistan usage of the channel 7095 kHz for its domestic broadcasts has stopped since the beginning of June, to our relief. But, the regular transmissions from voice of Broad Masses of Eritrea continue with very strong signals. There is the Persian broadcaster on 7070 kHz, which often gets jammed and  does not offer any readable signal.  The new addition to the 20 metre band, is the Persian broadcaster on 14280 kHz from 0130 to sign off at 0200 UTC. This station , doubted to be Turkey,

Was noted earlier to 0130 UTC also. The signal level is from S3 to S6 at the best. Further information on this broadcaster if any, is welcome.



 When important  amateur radio contests are scheduled in the week ends, these intruders find no frequency free, in the regular bands, and appear to move to the WARC bands for their traffic, and revert back to the earlier frequencies. So, it is certainly good for the various amateur radio clubs to use the higher frequencies of every band, for having  continuous occupation, on daily basis.

News from Region 1: Om Ronald Roden had extensive travelling and he is producing a combined June-July issue  which will be highlighted in our July issue.

News from Region 2: Om Martin Potter reports the signals of radio Pakistan on 7093 kHz; a carrier on 18081.6 kHz presumed to be from a transmitter near Moscow, and many CB type transmissions from South America in Portuguese. He also, mentions about the Phantom/Mutant  Beacons  with the Morse identifiers in the 10m segment. None of them have been identified for their locations, purpose and source.( The beacon ids heard in Region 3, have no chirp and have clean signal and more than one could be heard on the same frequency, when conditions are good.-VU2UR)
