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This month, I digress from HF intrusions and go to the topic of VHF QRM, not touched so far in the editorial.  While the situation of VHF QRM by Long Distance Cordless Telephones of Chinese Make, is still bad all over the different cities in India,  a typical case from a city like Chennai, that is Madras, is open for the authorities to see and take the necessary action. If the amateurs in all the Indian cities, join together and produce such lists, identify and educate people in dissuading the use of such equipment, it is yeoman service to amateur fraternity.


I am  reproducing  the list of frequencies of  Long distance Cordless Telephone QRM, as carefully monitored and submitted by the Madras Amateurs in a group,  namely: VU3VTK OM Ganesh, VU2DPN OM Dheepan, VU2SBB OM Sambasivam, VU3USI OM Christy and VU2ZNS OM  Swamy.  This group has formed clear aims:

 “The Objectives are to Monitor and list the frequencies 144-146 Mhz, to Catalog the details like the caller's phone numbers, language spoken, the type  of traffic, pattern of calling/ calls received, to make an estimate of the total number of cordless users,collect visual confirmation data (antenna on the roof top ). keep a constant watch on the market  where the Equipments are sold.... and the list goes on.

   Further to this, the team had visited a few users, educated them the pro's and con's of using the particular type of cordless phone  and have convinced them not to use the cordless phones.We have been  successful in silencing more than 30 stations till this  day.

   But lacking any help from Authorities/Government  Agencies, We are just Scratching the Surface and not made any real impact. At present we can confirm that  there are more than 75 stations causing QRM in Madras city alone. And more than 150 Stations which includes  the Sub urban areas also.”
