On 28MHz  7 UnIdentified Asian SSB Stations logged.  (most likely Chinese??)

In Humpty Doo the Chinese Packet is very strong  on  14015 and 14260. Sometimes Idling with a

very NOISY Carrier, on 14260 it also sends some other bursts of Digital Info.

On 14370 Indonesians on SSB being  'Jammed Out' and it works as they have to stop transmission!!!.
