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There is regular broadcaster on 14280 kHz every  day around 0100 to 0200 UTC. The  target  appears to be  towards the Afghanistan, Iran area.  It is NOT a harmonic of 4760 or 7140 kHz. Appears to be a spurious signal.  Any information from Middle East area is welcome.


The usual Sri Lankan Fishing Trawlers, Indonesian pirates on various frequencies are the ones regularly heard apart from the Voice of Broad Masses of Eritrea.

FREE SPECTRUM ANALYSER SOFTWARE
A new computer program for audio spectrum analysis using the  common sound card connected to a radio receiver's audio output  is available from Alberto di Bene, I2PHD.  The program is called  "Two-Tone Tester" (T-Cube) and, although it is not intended just  for general spectrum analysis, it works very well in our
application.  While the program does not provide the "waterfall"  type of frequency-amplitude-time display preferred by some monitors, it has a minimum frequency span of only 170 hertz  which makes it very useful for measuring small frequency  differences and offsets.  After using the calibration tool, you
can read the frequency with the cursor to a resolution of 1  hertz.  Version 0.92 of the program can be downloaded from http://www.qsl.net/padan/tcube/tcube.html .  (Note that  www.qsl.net is sometimes very busy and you might have to be  patient to connect to this page.)
