This  month also, quite a number of reports on the various regulars like the Sri Lankan Fishing Trawlers abusing the various amateur frequencies, the continued abuse of 3560 kHz and 7100 kHz by Voice of Korea from DPR-Korea, Eritrea on 7100 kHz with its Domestic service transmissions, many strong Radar signals  have been highlighted.

The Single letter Russian/Ukraine beacon are widely heard all over the world. Data channels encrypted are also present.


OM Street, MS Coordinator of RAST, has done some serious work on the signals he hears/heard and the correct propagation openings at those times etc.,. This study is indeed quite a comprehensive one and has taken sufficient time. I would like to request the Monitors in Japanese call areas, take up this study and arrive at the strong signals they get from their western areas. 

 The Japanese reports have concentrated on the 80 and 40 metre band loggings  and again, they have the serious problem from Voice of Korea, DPR-Korea. We look forward to their reports on the other frequencies also.

Yet to hear from the Federal MS Coordinator from Australia, and from HARTS for all their valuable contributions to the intruder watching.

The National Societies are requested to study these loggings and note the worst ones, and to contact their Authorities also to watch out and identify the intruders with their more sophisticated equipment and years of experience.
