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After some time lag, and we do not know whose efforts it was, the Chinese Broadcaster on 18160 kHz, has since stopped. We thank the unknown  helper for this work.


The bands are in poor shape and  only the Indonesian activity is heard with weaker levels of signals on the 40 mb and 20 mb. There are the usual Sri Lankan fishing trawlers and a few South East Asian fishing trawlers, may be even the Taiwanese boats, are active on 14037.5 kHz or thereabouts.  There was one occasion when the Zambian Broadcasting station accidentally strayed  on to 7012 kHz and corrected itself later on.


Not much of news for the month.
