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RESOLUTION

Proposed Revision – August 2006

APPENDIX 3 to Working Group 3 Report

Resolved to amend the Constitution of the International Amateur Radio Union Region 3 with effect from the closing of this Conference as follows:

1.
In clause 11:

(a)
delete the words “as far as possible”, and

(b)
delete the words “a member in good standing” and insert instead the words “holding full voting privileges”.

2.
In clause 13:

At the end of the clause add the words:

“The quorum for the conference shall be ten member Societies represented by delegates eligible to vote. For the purpose of establishing a quorum, proxies shall not be counted. In the event a quorum is not present, the conference may proceed. However, decisions of the conference shall not take effect until adopted by postal ballot of all member Societies in accordance with clauses 38D to 38G.”

3.
In clause 14:

(a)
delete the words “, as far as possible,”

(b)
delete the words “a member in good standing” and insert instead the words “holding full voting privileges”,
(c)
insert a comma after “with the leave of their delegate”, and
(d)
after the first sentence insert a new sentence “The delegate and observer(s) shall not be signatories to their own appointment letter(s) unless that person’s signature is required by the Constitution of the member Society.”

4.
In clause 16:

(a)
insert the word “Conference” before the word “Chairman” in the heading”, and

(b)
insert the words “the Conference” before the word “Chairman”.

5.
In clause 17A

delete the words “as far as possible”.

6.
In clause 18:

(a)
delete the words “or during” and insert instead the words “the commencement of the first Plenary of”

(b)
after the first sentence insert a new sentence “In the event a proxy is submitted late and if good cause is shown, the Conference may decide to accept the proxy.”

7.
After clause 25 delete the main heading “REGULATIONS”.

8.
In clause 26, in the heading, delete the words “Conference may make”.

9.
After clause 26 insert a new main heading “DIRECTORS AND CHAIRMAN”.

10.
After clause 38 insert a new main heading “CORRESPONDENTS”.

11.
After clause 38C insert a new main heading and new clauses 38D to 38G as follows:

“POSTAL BALLOT OF MEMBER SOCIETIES

38D. Pursuant to a request from a member Society or otherwise, the Directors may formulate a proposal for submission to member Societies for determination by postal ballot. The results of such ballot shall have the effect of a decision made by a Conference. 

38E. A postal ballot shall be conducted as follows: The Secretary shall forward the proposal and ballot to each member Society by post and may additionally forward the proposal and ballot by such electronic means as may be available. The completed ballot may be returned to the Secretary by post, by facsimile, or to an electronic address, as specified on the ballot paper. The Directors shall specify the final date for receipt of completed ballots, but in no event shall this date be less than sixty days after the mailing of the proposal and ballot.

38F. The Secretary shall create a paper copy of each electronic ballot response and shall count all responses in the presence of an independent observer appointed by the Directors. To be adopted, a proposal by postal ballot shall be supported by a majority of at least 50% plus one of those member Societies entitled, at the time the ballot is mailed, to vote at plenary meetings of a Conference. Ballot responses shall be retained until the close of the next Conference.

38G. The Secretary shall inform each member Society and Director of the result of the postal ballot no later than fifteen days after the final date for receipt of completed ballots.”

12.
In clause 52 insert the letter “a” before the words “simple majority so resolves.”

13.
Delete clause 56 and insert instead new clause 56 A and 56 B as follows:

“Amendments

56 A. Subject to the giving to each member Society of sixty days' written notice by the Secretary prior to a Conference this Constitution may only be amended by a Conference in accordance with such written notice by a majority of not less than two-thirds of those present or voting by special proxy given in accordance with clause 56B. In the event of an amendment proposed by a member Society, the member Society shall give notice of its proposal to the Secretary not later than ninety days prior to a Conference.

56 B. A special proxy for the purposes of clause 56A means a proxy given by a member society entitled to vote at the Conference to the Chairman of the Conference instructing him to vote either for or against each proposed amendment and notified in a like manner to the notification of other proxies required by clause 18.
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
