Document 016 Resolution 04-1 of the IARU AC
Administrations shall take all practicable and necessary steps to ensure that the operation of electrical apparatus or installations of any kind, including power and telecommunication distribution networks, does not cause harmful interference to a radiocommunication service and, in particular, to a radionavigation or any other safety service operating in accordance with the provisions of these regulations.  
Recommendation WG1-1
That AC resolution 04-1 be Endorsed and Adopt.

WG1 considered the contents of all the documents and recognised the difficulties of obtaining full harmonization. Administrations should be encouraged to unilaterally recognise other countries licensing qualifications to allow operation by visiting Radio Amateurs.

The medium term solution is identified as adopting an interchange mechanism that is already in place and for Region 3 this is identified as CEPT TR61.

Recommendation WG1-2
That IARU Region 3 member societies encourage their administrations to become party to the European convention CEPT TR61

After discussion of Document 38 from WIA, it was recognised that many Societies might benefit from introducing an entry level licence such as the Foundation licence. This will not work for every country but demonstrates one avenue of increasing amateur radio population.

Recommendation WG1-3

That IARU Region 3 member Societies take note of the introduction of the WIA Foundation licence building on the success of the RSGB model as a way to encourage newcomers into the Amateur Radio Service.

Region 3 Newsletter and IARU Region 3 Web-site

Document 042 Report by K C Selvadurai 9V1UV

WG1 Considered section 6 of the report which focussed on the Region 3 Newsletter and website. WG1 recognised that producing the Newsletter took a lot of effort and that the Newsletter provided support to the member societies.

Recommendation WG1-4
That this Conference acknowledge the contribution of the IARU Region 3 Newsletter and its support for member Societies and to encourage amateur radio activity with the region and to formally thank 9V1UV for his outstanding contribution.

Recommendation WG1-5 
That member Societies be encouraged to provide material for the Newsletter and acknowledges the contributions to date.

WG1 recognised the power of the Internet and the impact of a good website. This our front window to the world and seek to improve that image.

Recommendation WG1-6
That the IARU Region 3 website be enhanced to better promote Amateur Radio generally and the IARU in particular.

Document 028 Update on the development of Amateur Radio in the Pacific Islands

Document 059 STARS Working Group Report.

WG1 Reviewed the contents of both papers and viewed with concern the demise of Amateur Radio in the Pacific Island groups. It was observed that within certain groups the only amateur operation was now, only provided by visiting Radio Amateurs. WG1 acknowledged that all societies within the region had a role to play in the support and development of Amateur Radio within the Region.

Recommendation WG1-7

That IARU Region 3 Societies note the continuing constraints to the development of Amateur Radio in the Pacific Islands and the factors affecting the future growth of Amateur Radio in this region.

The need for all Societies to contribute to the work of STARS*** is recognised however so often this is ignored yet even a small contribution will assist with the work.

Recommendation WG1-8
That IARU Region 3 Societies be encouraged to support the “STARS” project fully by targeting one initiative annually.

Agenda Item 17
Election of Office Bearers for the Next Triennium

Document 013 Election of Office Bearers for the next Triennium.

Having been adopted in principal by the plenary, this document was referred to WG1 for consideration in detail the criterion for the Curriculum Vitae for consideration prior to the election. It was agreed this should be kept short and the content simplified.

Recommendation WG1-9
That nominations for candidates standing for election when presented to the secretariat are accompanied by a Curriculum Vitae containing their name, home address, call sign, member society and a statement of not more than 200 words containing information relevant to the position.

Document 063 
RAST paper entitled “New Goals for Region 3”

WG1 considered at some length the paper presented by RAST on the restructuring of Region 3 with a view to improving communications between member societies and within the region between conferences. While acknowledging the need for improvement WG1 felt that the contents of the paper were outside of their scope at this time.

Recommendation WG1-10

That Conference acknowledges the paper presented by RAST on the restructuring of IARU Region 3 and that the paper is passed to the Directors with the recommendation for WG1 that they consider ways to improve communications between member Societies in all areas of interest.

Agenda Item 11.2.1 
WRC07 – Policy.

WG1 felt that the Plenary should take advantage of the attendance at conference of senior International IARU officials involved in preparations for WRC07. WG1 were particularly interested in the efforts being made in seeking a global secondary allocation at 5MHz. After a briefing and discussion it was agreed that the following recommendation be made to the Plenary.

Recommendation WG1-11

That Region 3 member societies be prepared to lobby their administrations to support the International Amateur Radio Union’s objective to seek a global 5MHz secondary allocation for the Amateur Radio Service and that Region 3 liaise with Region 1 and 2 and the International IARU to prepare a paper on a 5MHz allocation for presentation to APT. 

To conclude the meeting the Chairman thanked Peter Kirby, G0TWW for his most valuable assistance as Scribe.

The Chairman thanked all who had participated for their thoughtful input which ensured the success of the Working Group.

It was especially noted that all business of WG1 had been completed using only Day 1 and Day 2 leaving the Day 3 time allocation available for other meetings.
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
