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1. [bookmark: _Toc431492201]Executive Summary
Indonesia in the era of transparency is facing a lot of changes, especially in the public service areas across all sectors. Trimming bureaucracy leads toward efficiency and service level satisfaction including Amateur Radio activities in Indonesia. Improvement of public services in all sectors focuses on simplified processes and this can also be felt in the Amateur Radio activities. Law enforcement including improper frequencies usage is being conducted by the government under the Ministry of Communication & Information Technology hereinafter referred as MCIT. 
Due to its geographic location, Indonesia is quite vulnerable the government pays attention to all aspects related to disaster and support of all elements of society, including amateur radio. Institution that supports this is the Directorate General of Resource Management and Equipment Standard of Posts and Information Technology hereinafter referred as SDPPI.  ORARI under CORE (Communication and Rescue) Task force also takes part in this aspect and continually training itself to be ready in the event of emergency response.
After a long wait to launch an Indonesian Amateur Satellite due to the availability of launcher, finally the Indonesian Amateur Satellites is launched on 28th September 2015.  LAPAN, the Indonesian Space Agency together with ORARI to support the pay load will support the disaster on the amateur radio bands. The details of the satellite will be available after launching and testing.
Next generation of Amateur Radio needs to be handled further to raise young candidates to join the hobby of Amateur Radio to strengthen the contribution to the public service. Cooperation with universities has been done and will continue to be improved in order to increase the candidates as well as increased knowledge for Amateur Radio.
Amateur Radio regular activities held without difficulties include activities of HAMFEST radio as a means for promotion to candidates. SEANET conference held in Bali of last year has been greatly successful.

4.3 [bookmark: _Toc431492214]Frequency Monitoring and Law Enforcement Action
As reported from the period of 2012-2014 we found some violations committed by Indonesian Amateurs Radio and non Amateur Radio.  The violations are illegal transmitting power and improper communication operating procedures. ORARI is working with the SDPPI to address these violations. 
Following up reports from IARU about violation, ORARI together with SDPPI overcome the abuse of frequency.  ORARI has issued a circular letter to all ORARI regional and local to stop the activities that lead to abusing frequency use.  The actions that has been taken can be followed from link http://www.postel.go.id/berita-penertiban-perangkat-telekomunikasi-dan-penggunaan-spektrum-frekuensi-radio-26-2345 
Aside from the  above issue, ORARI also provide to SDPPI sub-band plan to provide certainty in the application segment in Amateur Radio Band for the prosecution of abuse.
MCIT under SDPPI also conduct joint exercises among themselves to detect the location of suspected abuser on HF bands.  SDPPI calls it “Implement Joint International Monitoring Exercise in the HF Band  by Balai Monitor Class II Merauke”   (http://www.postel.go.id/berita-direktorat-pengendalian-sdppi-melaksanakan-latihan-gabungan-monitoring-inte-27-2402). SDPPI uses a sophisticated device to triangulate the location of suspects using integrated monitoring station in Indonesia with the great precision.

Regarding the change in ministerial regulations on Amateur Radio, Amateur Band plan is also being fought to get the new allocation in VLF and 5 MHz segment.

ORARI also propose to SDPPI sub-band plan to provide certainty in the application segment in Amateur Radio Band for the prosecution of abuse.

IOTA is one of the popular activities of Amateur Radio in Indonesia, because Indonesia has more than 17,000 islands , and many islands and mountains are still untouched by IOTA/SOTA activities. 

We have some experienced cases where there is foreign Amateur Radio stations transmitting from Indonesian islands. The station comes from countries that do not have reciprocity with the government of the Republic of Indonesia and without noticed or permission.

After such a long delay due to the availability of a rocket launcher, finally Indonesia Satelite LAPAN A2 / ORARI has been launched.  The mission for Satelite LAPAN A2 / ORARI is earth observation using RGB digital camera, maritime traffic monitoring, APRS and Voice Repeater for Amateur Radio Communication.  The main purpose is to support disaster responses.

ORARI formed AMSATID organization to encourage fans of Amateur Radio satellite communications, to do satellite socialization, freeing satellite segment band is or being used by other services.

ORARI has for a long time a radio amateur magazine called CQ Magazine, although it's hard to get contributors to write articles about amateur radio. 

Sponsorship for magazine issuance sometimes difficult to obtain, and most publishing is done by donations from fellow amateurs who are truly dedicated to educational articles for the magazine.

The magazine is published with some categories: article about the organization's activities in the area, announcements, technical articles and upcoming Hamfest event.

Website is static web contains useful materials for members, ORARI organizational structure, how to contact, announcement, regulations, amateur radio activities and also information of IARU Region 3 Conferences.
