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Triennial report from the Radio Society of Sri Lanka

a) Membership – The Radio Society of Sri Lanka has about 350 members of all categories, out of which around 80 are active on the HF/VHF bands. We have three distinct classes of licenses, which are categorized with the call signs 4S5 – Novice grade operators who are restricted to 10 watts on VHF with limited access to HF bands, which are 3.5 to 3.6 MHz, 21.125 to 21.200 MHz and 28.000 to 28.500 MHz. The next category is 4S6 who are able to operate 25 watts on VHF, 20 watts on UHF and 500 watts on all HF bands. 4S6 call signs are issued sans a Morse test. The advanced level examination entitles members to a 4S7 call sign but a Morse code test at 5 wpm is mandatory. 4S7 call sign operators can use up to 1 kW power PEP on HF bands. All licensed operators fall under the corporate member category while all SWLs will fall under the associate and student member category. 

b) Relationship with your Administration, WRC-15 preparation & implementation 
Radio amateur examinations and the issue of licenses come under the purview of the Director General, Telecommunications Regulatory Commission of Sri Lanka. The Radio Society of Sri Lanka works closely with the Deputy Director who is responsible for amateur radio activities in the country and we have always had a very close interaction with officers at the TRC at all levels. The final authority, which determines the import of amateur radio equipment, suitability to issue an amateur radio license, rests with the Ministry of Defense. 
The process of dealing with the regulatory bodies can result in delays and general frustrations. 

c) Major events and activities of RSSL worth special mention 

40-meter band - The Radio Society of Sri Lanka was successful in obtaining permission to operate on the extended frequency of 40 meters. 

Lighthouse events –A lighthouse weekend was planned and operated successfully at Dondra (Deep South) and Colombo. More lighthouse events will be held from other locations in the North and North-East of the country. 

VHF Repeaters – The Radio Society of Sri Lanka has two 2-meter repeaters operating in the country with plans to set up a third at the highest mountain location in the country. The society has obtained partial approval to test the site and if the tests prove satisfactory, a 2-meter repeater will be installed at this location on a permanent basis. 
HF Beacon – The RSSL continues to host the NCDXF/IARU HF Beacon 4S7B.
 
6-meter Beacon – This beacon which was donated by David Craig N3DB has been working successfully 24x7, its call sign ID is 4S7B/B
