MAKING AMATEUR SATELLITE GUIDE
FOR SAT OPERATORS AND
MEMBER SOCIETIES

Background:  
In the recent years some international satellite projects such as QB50 and the technical development of multi satellite launching have made small amateur satellites more popular than ever；

Considering:
a) Amateur satellite projects may rely on a wide range of cooperation between radio amateurs and other parties, as the consequence, the nature of the mission can be complicated. Without a set of definite criterion, the service classification of a mission may not be crystal clear to both satellite operators and other radio amateurs, especially when the radio payload supplies amateur service but also covers certain kind of other tasks.

b) The world-wide IARU amateur satellite frequency coordination is important, and the IARU member society, if it wishes and can, shall be a useful assistance and/or buffer between the individual satellite operator, the IARU and the administration in question. However, this role needs the recognition, encouragement and the guidance from the IARU AC;   

Proposal:
Proposes that the IARU AC shall consider to make available some information  on use of the amateur satellite service for member societies, satellite groups, amateur satellite operators as well as concerned  radio amateurs. 

This information should include, but not be limited to:
 
· Criteria for a satellite to be in the amateur satellite service and for use of the relevant amateur satellite service frequency allocations
· The frequency allocations available for the amateur satellite service
· The procedure for the IARU Satellite Frequency Coordination 
· Where to turn to for additional information and assistance

[bookmark: _GoBack]Since the information may show the importance of contact and liaison with the national amateur society at an early stage of the project, the information must include relevant references to enable the member society to assist, but also information of where to find further information and assistance, especially in cases that involve satellite missions that also covers other services.
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
