Coordinators also sent their customary activity reports.

The region’s EMCOR is always busy, and last May 2015, participated in an Emergency Communications Workshop held by CITEL in Cuzco, Peru. 

An encounter was organized to meet officers of LCRA and to learn about their plans and expectations. Participating for LCRA were its President, Roberto Rey, HK3CW and Álvaro Gómez, HK5NLJ/HK3. 

Other meetings and activities in Region 2

World Radiocommunications Conference 2015

By invitation of IARU’s President Tim Ellam, R2 President Leandro has been invited to form part of IARU’s delegation to the WRC-15 in Geneva later this year. It is expected that President Leandro’s experience and negotiation and communication skills will be an asset in this Conference.  

CITEL

Agenda Item 1.4, possible secondary amateur service allocation within 5 250-5 450 kHz, has been a very intense item for the last three years. After CITEL meetings of Merida and Medellin, the result was an Inter-American Proposal (IAP) of a 175-kHz allocation, after Brazil’s proposal. Afterwards, for the meeting last August 2015 in Ottawa, there was a request from IARU’s President Tim Ellam, stating that a 25-kHz proposal had a much better chance of being accepted at the WRC-15. The matter was widely discussed and submitted to vote in Ottawa, but none of the countries that had originally supported the Brazilian proposal wanted to withdraw their support to give it to the 25-kHz proposal. Therefore, it will go to the WRC in Geneva later this year. The outcome is yet a big question. 

CTU

Vice-President Santoyo and Director Donawa attended the 25th Anniversary celebration of the Caribbean Telecommunications Union in Port of Spain, Trinidad. CTU express their interest in signing an MOU with IARU R2 to promote amateur radio in the region. IARU R2 is an Associate Member.  

2016 IARU R2 General Assembly 

Region 2 will hold its General Assembly of 2016 in Viña del Mar, Chile. Radio Club de Chile is working hard to make this a very enjoyable and successful Assembly. Specific dates and locations will be made public as soon as they are available and member societies from all regions are invited to participate. An Emergency Communications Workshop is being programmed jointly with the Assembly, as well as a Seminar for member societies.

FRACAP 

The Central American region will hold its 55th Convention this year in San Salvador, El Salvador on November 6-8. Club de Radio Aficionados de El Salvador will be the hosts and invites all radio amateurs and friends to join them for a weekend that will serve to strengthen the bonds between radio amateurs and is making big efforts to be a very good host. There will be social events, work meetings, talks and a field day at the Club’s more than adequate facilities.
