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Shizuo Endo, JE1MUI, Report to Conference

1. APT Conference Preparatory Group meeting for WRC-2019
Under the current constitutional arrangements the three IARU Regional organizations take responsibility for representing the amateur service before their Regional Telecommunication Organizations (RTOs), particularly in relation to Regional meetings preparatory to a WRC, and the IARU is responsible for representing the amateur services at the ITU preparatory meetings such as ITU-R working parties and CPM meetings and at a WRC.

In our Region, IARU Region 3 is responsible for representing the amateur services at the preparatory meetings of the Asia-Pacific Telecommunity, the APT, and in particular the APT Conference Preparatory Group meetings, the APG.  One of the objectives of the APG is to develop APT Common Proposals for each WRC agenda item. 

Directors Shizuo Endo, JE1MUI and Wisnu Widjaja, YBØAZ attended the second and third APG meetings preparing for WRC-2019. 

Region 3 Secretary Ken Yamamoto, JA3MVI, and Dale Hughes, VK1DSH, chairman of the working group of ITU-R WP5A responsible for agenda item 1.1 attended as a member of each administration. They were very helpful to our activities in each meeting.
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At every APG meeting IARU Region 3 submitted an information paper which explained the position of IARU on the agenda items that concerned the amateur services. 

Region 3 was instructed and assisted in preparing its information papers by the IARU officers, especially Vice president Ole Garpestad, LA2RR and the other Region’s experts through the IARU WRC-reflector. 

Directors Wisnu Widjaja and I were able to make a short presentation during each APG meeting.  This enabled the amateur service’s position to be presented to all delegates.  

Agenda items 1.1 (to consider an allocation of the frequency band 50-54 MHz to the amateur service in Region 1) is one of important items for amateurs. The IARU supports modification to the Table of Frequency Allocations to allocate the band 50-54 MHz to the Amateur Service on a primary basis in Region 1 and so provide a harmonized allocation across all three Regions. 

The APT preliminary views on Agenda Item 1.1 at the 3rd APG meeting are:
· ITU-R studies relevant to WRC-19 agenda item 1.1 are supported.
· Noting this is a Region 1 issue, APT members agree that any changes made to the Radio Regulations under WRC-19 Agenda Item 1.1 shall not adversely impact the incumbent amateur, broadcasting, fixed and mobile services in the 50 – 54 MHz frequency band and adjacent frequency bands in Region 3.
There are other important agenda items to our societies. I am happy to discuss those items if you have a request during the conference.

1. Future Spectrum work above 148 MHz
To respond to the request by Vice president Ole Garpestad, LA2RR of IARU, I reviewed and updated the Region 3 report which was submitted to the Administrative Council of the IARU in 2013 by the Future Spectrum Committee (FSC) in the IARU in 2013

For the work I referred to frequency allocation tables of Region 3 countries which were given us from Region 3 societies. I appreciate the assistance and cooperation of Region 3 societies, and Region 3 Chairman, Directors and Secretary. 

1. Work on  Region 3 band plan
At the 16th IARU Region 3 Conference the following Recommendation was adopted.

- Recommendation AI 11.5/XVI That the IARU Region 3 Band Plan is amended as set out in Annex 1 to this report. The Directors are requested to consider how the format of the Region 3 Band Plan can be changed in future to be similar to that of Regions 1 and 2.

To respond to this Recommendation I drafted the Region 3 Band plan using a new format. After completion of a new format band plan, Region 3 Directors decided to modify the new format band plan further so that the modified band plan includes information such as bandwidth and applicable modes as shown in other Regions plans.

Directors Peter Young, VK3MV and Wisnu Widjaja, YBØAZ volunteered the modification work. The modified band plan has been sent to all Region 3 societies for comments (see Circular No. G/03/17T, 15th September 2017).
  
1. Satellite issues
The 16th International Amateur Radio Union Region 3 General Assembly in 2015 adopted the following Recommendation.
- WG1 Recommendation AI 11.6/XVI That the IARU Administrative Council shall consider to make available some information on use of the amateur satellite service for member societies, satellite groups, amateur satellite operators as well as concerned radio amateurs. This information should include, but not be limited to:
- Criteria for a satellite to be in the amateur satellite service and for use of the relevant amateur satellite service frequency allocations
- The frequency allocations available for the amateur satellite service
- The procedure for the IARU Satellite Frequency Coordination
At the request by Ole Garpestad, Vice president of IARU, I drafted a guideline which is to be used for establishing satellites for the amateur-satellite service. Through Region 3 director’s meeting, the guideline was sent to Ole. Ole asked the IARU satellite advisor, Hans Blondeel Timmerman, PB2T, to review the draft, and Hans returned a revised guideline as “Amateur Satellites Short Info Paper” to Ole. I think it should be useful.
