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1. Background
In accordance with Resolution 99-4 concerning terms of reference for the IARU Monitoring System, the objective of The IARU Monitoring System (IARUMS) are:
1. primarily, the identification and initiation of steps leading to the removal from amateur bands of radio signals of non-amateur stations causing harmful interference to the amateur and amateur satellite services contrary to International Telecommunication Union (ITU) and national radio regulations (hereinafter referred to as "improper use of the amateur bands"), and 
2. to conduct surveys of amateur band occupancies and any other special tasks as may be directed by the AC or by the IARU regional organizations on a regional level.
Furthermore, according to Resolution 99-4, member-societies shall aggressively pursue the processing by their own administrations of documented complaints of improper use of the amateur bands. Documented cases of improper use of the amateur bands that cannot be solved by the member-society with its administration shall be forwarded by the member-society to its regional organization. Any cases of improper use of amateur bands processed through an IARU regional organization shall be handled by the following procedure: 
a) The cases shall be referred to the IARUMS Regional Coordinator in the region where the transmitting station is located. 
b) As soon as possible after receiving a case, the IARU MS Regional Coordinator will verify the report and ensure that all pertinent information is included. 
c) Upon verification, the IARUMS Regional Coordinator will ask the regional secretary to report the incident to the appropriate member-society in the region.
d) The member-society will promptly submit the report to its administration. 
e) The member-society must advise the regional secretary within 30 days after receiving the report:
1) the date the report was presented to its administration; 
2)  to whom it was presented; and 
3) any formal or informal response of its administration. 
f) If a member-society is unable or unwilling to present a report of improper use of the amateur bands to its own administration, the member-society may request that the regional organization present the report directly to its administration. 
Based on the objectives of The IARU Monitoring System (IARUMS), and procedures written above, IARUMS Region 3 has been carrying out activities mainly in collecting and compiling the reports came from several IARU Region 3 members. The members that have actively contributed the reports are, ARSI, JARL, NZART and WIA.
During 3 years period, in average observations across the region, the prominent intruders can be shown in the following table.

Furthermore the most prominent improper used are in the class emission of J3E that occupied 40m and 20m band. Based on such conditions, IARU Region 3 has already delivered letter of notification to ORARI and RSSL concerned to support fix the problem.  


2. Views

Many intruders are well known that, despite reporting to regional administrations still remain.  There is, however, some success in detecting new intruders and once identified and reported to administrations to be removed.

It is recognized that monitoring activities are carried out by individual dedicated persons (Amateur Radio members). Once they are retired, it is very difficult to find other figures to take place the task. 

The IARU Region 3 Monitoring System Coordinator are continually looking for more Societies to assist in this vital work.
